We began work on the 
garden in front of the 
school the last week of 
March, using a bobcat 
to dig the path of the 
garden.  We will 
amend the soil with 
compost and sand so 
that it drains well.  The 
garden will not be as 
deep or straight as the 

section cut by the bobcat, but when it is complete, it will gently 
slope down six inches than back up, creating a swale. 
 
We have ordered our plants, nearly 
$7,000 worth!  Over 100  
volunteers will be coming (an early 
April Saturday) to make the gardens.  
We have landscapers creating and 
preparing the beds.  I have asked 
them to keep the noise at a  
minimum for students and teachers. 

 
So many people are excited about 
this project.  We hope that it  
enhances the students’ environ-
mental education opportunities and 
proves an asset to the students and 
their families, the community and the 
teachers.
