


 Business Community Petitions For Organization 
Of The Kiwanis Club of Madison, Tennessee 

On April 25, 1959, Kiwanis International 
acknowledged and approved the petition 
set forth by local business men of  
Madison, TN, to establish a Kiwanis 
Club for the community. 

Sponsored by the Kiwanis clubs of 
Nashville, Donelson and Woodbine, the 
petition read:  
    “Gentlemen: Acting in the belief that a 
Kiwanis Club established in (Madison) 
would be to the best interests of this 
community, we, as representative  
citizens, give our unqualified  
endorsement to the movement and  
petition Kiwanis International to establish 
a Kiwanis Club here to, which end, we 
pledge our active support.”

It was determined that weekly meetings would be held on Fridays at the Shoney’s Big 
Boy Restaurant each Friday at Noon.

These committees were established to address the following tasks: 
 Youth Services:  Boys and Girls Work, Key Club, Vocational Guidance 
 Citizenship Services:  Achievement Reports, Public and Business Affairs, 
  Support of Churches 

 
Finally, the Kiwanis Club of Madison, Tennessee, was given this directive for building its 
program:  Club meetings are too often not carefully planned nor carried out because 
there is no division of work or responsibility.  By assigning a number of men to different 
tasks, the planned program trains new leaders, provides for regular committee reports 
and generally creates group responsibility.”
