As president of the United States, Jimmy Carter was deeply committed to social justice and basic human
rights. When he and wife Rosalynn left the White House at the end of his term, they began to search for
meaningful ways to contribute in these areas.

Jimmy and Rosalynn Carter’s involvement with Habitat for Humanity International (HFHI) began in 1984 when
the former president led a work group in New York City to help renovate a six-story building with 19 families in
need of decent, affordable shelter. That experience planted the seed, and the Carter Work Project has been
an internationally recognized event of HFHI ever since.

Each year, the couple gives a week of their time, along with their construction skills, to build homes and raise
awareness of the critical need for affordable housing at a different location. (Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos, Thai-
land, Yunnan Province in China, Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas, Los Angelis, India, Detroit, Mexico and Africa
are just a few of the areas that have been touched by the volunteer efforts of Jimmy and Rosalynn Carter.)

The History Of Volunteerism In America Is Rich and Complex. > > >

As long as we have been a nation focused on helping and improving the lives of others, we
have had volunteer opportunities in the United Stat es.

A philanthropic spirit has been a part of America since the very first
pioneers traveled west. Many historians believe that the earliest
instances of the history of volunteerism in the U.S. began when

colonists had to form support systems in order to survive the many
challenges that came with relocation. From farming the land to overcom-
ing devastating illnesses, togetherness was vital for survival, and that
lesson was not only learned, but remembered by future generations.

18th Century Volunteerism in America: in 1730, Benjamin Franklin founded the first volunteer
firehouse. This tradition still continues today, as many small towns and cities have a volunteer
fire department that makes a huge difference in local community life.

During the Revolutionary War, volunteers got together to raise funds for the war efforts. They
organized boycotts of various products form Great Britain, showing both their philanthropic attitude and patriotism.

The 19th Century: The religious rejuvenators during the Great Awakening of the 1830s
inspired young people to get involved with outreach work through various religious
organizations. Local churches organized all sorts of relief programs, helping the home-
less and those victimized by unforeseen circumstances.

The now prolific YMCA also started in the mid-1800s on a college campus in Michigan,
while the American Red Cross was established shortly thereafter. Yet another still-
recognizable charity, the United Way, began in Denver during this rich historical period,
and it continues local services for people in need today.

The 20th Century: While most volunteers of the 18th and 19th centuries found their assignments through their church or
another private sector, the 20th century is when mainstream volunteer organizations really began to flourish. The first
example of this is the Rotary Club, which was founded in 1910. The Lions and Kiwanis clubs were not far behind, as
these were both established before 1920. Soon, organizations were being started with volunteers functioning in every
region of the nation, all committed to giving others the chance at a better life.

The history of volunteerism in America continues to be written today as a new generation of world changers is
raised up in a nation that cherishes philanthropic efforts.
