The rain began falling on the morning of Saturday, May 1, and by the time it finished
some 36 hours later, a record rainfall of over 13 inches had been dumped across Middle
Tennessee. Our Madison community did not escape unscathed. We watched rivers and
creeks overflow, washing away roads, destroying businesses and infrastructure, leaving
men, women, children and animals homeless.

During the flood and in the days that followed, mainstream news media provided minimal
coverage of a disaster that is likely to be the costliest non-hurricane water-related
devastation in American history. The plight of Nashville and its surrounding suburbs
and counties was dwarfed by the Gulf oil spill and the New York City car bomber which,
while certainly being important news-worthy events, were not the only big ticket stories.

Within the pages of this newsletter, we’'ll tell you wonderful tales about how the Flood of
2010 touched the members of our Kiwanis Club of Madison TN, and once you learn how
they pitched in and helped folks in the hours following the rains, you'll be proud to know
them...and call them your friends!
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Our Kiwanis Club of Madison TN is
honored to have three members who
belong to the same family: the Norths.
Steve and Jo Ann are the parents. Mark
is the son.

There are two more Norths outside of the
Kiwanis fold, but we hope it is simply a
matter of time before the eldest, Steven,
and the youngest, David, join our club.

To say that the Jo Ann and Steve raised
a plucky trio of boys is an understate-
ment, as you will see in the photos
featured below. They were taken during
the rescue of Steven and his five wolves,
with Mark and David having arrived
earlier by boat to encourage their brother
to “get the heck out while you can!”

The story had as good an ending as it
could have, given that a wonderful old
cabin got waterlogged. All five wolves
and three men made it out of the raging
waters none the worse for wear.
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Just recently, | put out a call for our
Kiwanis Club of Madison TN members to
share with me stories about their flood
relief efforts. This message from Randy
Chance is typical of the responses |
received: “We generally don't like to talk
about ourselves.”

Moser, spent a Sunday afternoon
working alongside Randy as we pulled
down drywall from a house in the Idlewild
Drive section of Madison. While | had
worked with the Ll o
Red Cross
Disaster Unit on
the preceding
Friday, and
helped to
empty, then bleach, a home in East
Nashville on that same Sunday morning,
Randy had already been spending long
hours laboring in the Idlewild area days
before. He also collected furniture for
distribution through the Chamber Flood
Relief center in Madison Square, and he
went throughout the community distribut-
ing information regarding the steps folks
should take to get building permits.

Wayne Detring joined Randy in his
efforts to pick up furniture to be

given to families in need, even going so
far as to, himself, donate a baby bed and
other furnishings. Wayne’s secretary
lost half of her townhouse in the Belle
Meade area, and he worked with her all
during one Friday doing tear-down and
clean-up. Wayne also helped to move
furniture and clear debris on Allen Pass
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Pass and Moss Ross Drive. “You can
leave out my name, and just say ‘one of
our members,” Wayne said in his note to
me about flood relief. Sorry, Wayne, but
I have to give credit where credit is
due...and you certainly deserve a lot for
giving so much of yourself.

The North Family , as
in Steve, Jo Ann and
Mark, constantly give
their all to Clara’s
Closet, a clothing
distribution ministry il
founded by Kim Chastain and Mark North
in honor of Kim’s daughter who passed
away in 2005. So, they simply stepped
up their efforts a thousand-fold when the
rains came. The Norths also worked
through Neely’s Bend Church of Christ to
distribute bedding, food and cleaning
supplies to, not only the people in the
Madison area, but those in need through-
out Davidson County and surrounding
areas. Nancy Potts joined in their
efforts by donating bags of clothing that
she brought all the way from Alabama.
My daughter, Caity, gave clothing, too.

Mark Fisher is the
Assistant Adminis-
trator, Ethics &
Compliance
Officer for Skyline
Medical Center.
He, along with
Hospital Corporation of America, opened
the doors of Skyline-Madison to allow a
statewide Red Cross command center to
be housed in the conference area. The
command center was staffed by approxi-
mately 80 Red Cross volunteers from
around the country, and even more folks
from the local sector were coordinated
through the command post by Hands On
Nashville. In addition, HCA gave
$500,000 to the Nashville Area Red
Cross flood relief and to aid flood victims
in the Middle Tennessee region.
